	Maths
Interventions are delivered by a specialist maths teacher and a HLTA maths specialist who target carefully identified areas to best support individuals’ progress in maths

Intervention form – delivered by maths HLTA.
KS3 maths intervention form is a short intensive intervention with small groups of students during morning roll call.  Each intervention form group runs for 2 or 3 weeks.  Each group of students is identified by class teachers and/or the KS3 leader in learning in maths.  Identification is informed by progress across a block of lessons and performance in end of unit tests.
The aim of KS3 maths intervention form is to plug gaps in pupils’ knowledge, learn and practise problem solving skills and to involve pupils thinking about their learning.

In class support 
In class support, small group withdrawal and regular progress reviews for targeted pupils.
HLTA greets identified pupils in class, checks understanding of teaching during each lesson to build confidence, follows up of any lack of understanding, assists pupils with organisation, re-engages pupils throughout the lesson and checks progress each lesson.

	Of the 39 students who started year 7 ‘not secondary ready’ in maths, 11 were flagged as progress being a concern, implying 72% made expected progress.
Of the 11 identified as being in danger of underachieving, 9 had a sixth form mentor, one had 1:1 support in maths intervention form with the HLTA and they all benefitted from in class support from the HLTA in all their maths lessons.  
During the academic year 2016/17 the maths HLTA was deployed to work in various ways with Y7 students.
1. During morning registration time with identified students who were not making progress, based on assessment data and staff judgement
2. Work in the classroom in both set 5s, and withdrawing students from these classes to work in small groups.

The above data implies that these students closed the gap to the rest of the class. 
In year 8 there were 4 students identified as being in danger of underachieving. All participated in maths intervention form and one had a 6th form mentor as well and being withdrawn from lesson to work in a small group with the HLTA on several occasions.  Two students started year 7 at 5c. On the end of year assessment, a student, who was in set 2, performed in line with other students who started at 5c and sat the same test. A student, who was in set 3 performed lower than other students who started at 5c and sat the same test (average of 11 marks vs 15). A student started Y7 at 5b. At the end of year 8 there were 3 other students who started at 5b in the same set. All other students who started at 5c were in set 1 or 2 (41 students). It is therefore not possible to effectively share set data but this does imply that these 4 students were underachieving. One started Y7 at 4b. She significantly underperformed on the end of year 8 assessment compared to these students (average score of 4.5 vs 12), despite the numerous interventions she had received.  


Next Steps
Each week, students identified with a maths score < 100 will be supported by a sixth form student who has had to apply to be a mentor and then been given training as to how to mentor their tutee.
During their session with their mentee, they will discuss the work the student has been doing in class, look at their exercise book, and identify areas to work on, build up a relationship and work on the mathematical areas that need strengthening.  The training has involved how to find resources to support this and how to provoke a meaningful discussion. The mentoring will continue all year until the sixth form students have their external exams.
The students will be split amongst the 2 Year 7 set 4 classes, the maths HLTA supports in 2 of the 3 lessons for each of the classes.  The teacher and the HLTA work with the students in such a way that they focus their attention on 1:1 where necessary. Withdrawal of small groups of students will be undertaken if necessary, or work with small groups within the classroom.

Students were removed from French lessons each week and underwent an intensive two hour literacy intervention package within Learning Support.  The course lasts for the duration of Y7 and Y8 in lieu of all French lessons.

	The smaller sets for weaker students allowed students to develop more confidence and to focus more on the most relevant literacy skills. The package involved work around spelling, grammar, comprehension and organisational skills

Reasons for others not achieving 12 months progress
One student did not attend school from September 2016.
A student’s attendance dropped off to 67.2% for the year which hampered his progress.  Investigations were taking place to ascertain the nature of his needs which was unsettling for him.
It was not feasible to measure the progress of a child with significant learning difficulties in line with a neurotypical child.

The reading programme Read Write Inc was used in a 1:1 basis with 3 PP students to improve their reading ability.
